Using the Shell Laminates

Shell Laminates are easily laser cut, making them perfect for an inlay technique adding value
to your gift and award products. The heart used for this inlay project was chosen from the
CorelDRAW Symbols Library. The same graphic was used to engrave the Alder wood and cut
the Shell Laminate. The engraving fill was removed from the graphic and an outline applied to
create a cutting vector for the Shell Laminate.

e Start your inlay project by engraving a well for
your laminate to be set into.

The Shell Laminates are a thickness of
.010 inches.

e The Alder wood was engraved using a speed of
60% and a power of 100% on a 35 watt laser.

e Next, adhere your Shell Laminate with the
Heavy Duty Mounting Tape (SUS 117) and cut
your shell laminate to fit the dimensions of the
well you have just engraved.

e The Shell Laminate was cut using a speed of
20% and a power of 15% on a 35 watt laser.

e Remove the white backing of the photo adhesive
and place the cut laminate into the well.

The removed white paper can be used to burnish
the laminate into place.

e Clean any residue with a clean damp cloth.
The end result of this technique is a beautiful and
lasting inlay product.
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
